Requirements:

· FLTA applicants must be no younger than 21 and no older than 29 at time of application. The FLTA Program does not provide J-2 sponsorship for dependents.
· FLTA applicants must be about to start their MA program in TEFL, TESL, or Applied Linguistics or in the program
· Applicants must clearly demonstrate maturity, dependability, integrity and professionalism.

· Fluency in English is mandatory. A score of no less than 79-80 (IBT) on the TOEFL or 5.5 (IELTS) is required.

· Prior Teaching experience is preferred. Fulbright FLTAs teaching strategic languages must be teachers of English or training to be teachers of English.
